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After the Tohoku Earthquake (the Great East Japan Earthquake), it is becoming a more and more important policy issue than used to be to strengthen
renewable energies generated by natural forces such as sunlight, wind power and biomass. In Japan as well, the Feed-in Tariff Program for Renewable
Energies will be starting in July 2012.

In the symposium, other than the Japanese experts, we will invite one of the leading experts from Germany. In addition, we will have presentations on
renewable energy law from China, India and Taiwan, key countries to tackle climate change, and on climate change litigations in Thailand. Thus, it will be a
valuable opportunity as front-line discussion in the field is expected to develop. We hope you will be able to participate in.
